


Voluntary disclosure form for cautions, convictions and adverse findings for veterinary surgeons and Registered Veterinary Nurses 


The Code of Professional Conduct requires veterinary surgeons and veterinary nurses and those applying to be registered to disclose to the RCVS any caution or conviction, including absolute and conditional discharges and spent convictions, or adverse finding which may affect registration, whether in the UK or overseas (except for minor offences excluded from disclosure by the RCVS) [See Protocol on Handling Convictions for guidance on how the RCVS will deal with disclosures]
