When checking if your qualification meets the RCVS minimum standard for registration, we will assess your qualification against the competences and skills listed in Form B.

For each of the criteria and skills listed, please indicate if you were taught the subject during your training.  You must provide evidence showing how you covered each competence and skill.   

You are required to provide a curriculum/syllabus detailing the subjects taught and the content of the lectures.  If you do not have a copy of your curriculum/syllabus, you should contact your college/university for assistance.
